The Vineyards: 

Cecil De Loach has been farming these delicate Pinot Noir vineyards since 
1973 in the Russian River Valley. Located on the plains and gently rolling hills 
off Olivet road in western Santa Rosa, this area provides an excellent medium 
for the coastal fog that blankets our fruit in the mornings and evenings. The 
cooling moisture facilitates a longer growing season in which Pinot Noir 
thrives. 
 

The Winemaking: 
We use old world techniques to make our Pinot Noir in small batches and "punch-
down" the fruit by hand up to three times a day.  After native yeast fermentation the 
wine is aged in French oak barrels for up to 10 months to achieve optimum balance 
and complexity.   

 
The Wine: 

Our Pinot Noir starts with a deep ruby red color, followed by aromas of spicy 
strawberry and raspberry. The light berry flavor accented with vanilla leads to a crisp 
finish of lingering cherry. This multi-layered Pinot is lovely and rich; able to be 
enjoyed with a meal or on its own.
